Welcome to the St. Patrick Parish Jr. High Religious Education Program.  In an effort 
to provide you with the best Religious Education experience possible, and that fits into 
your lives, we will be giving Jr. High students and their families FIVE Religious 
Education options.  To understand your choices fully, please read carefully and then 
indicate the program for which you wish to register by filling out the appropriate 
registration form.  Placements are made on a first-come, first-served basis—so get your 

forms in early!  Also, we do not send a letter to your home with your student’s class 
information.  Instead we will post the Junior High and High School classes at both the 
Downtown and Crane Road Church locations on September 11-12, 2010. ** Please 
note that this class posting date may be different from the posting date for K-6th grades. 
 

OPTION #1    SUNDAY FAMILY FAITH FEST! (YELLOW form—7sessions Nov.-Apr.) 
o One Sunday per month-(see enclosed calendar), students and their families will 

attend a two-hour class session (10 AM-12PM) at the Downtown Church.  
Families can attend 9:00   AM mass before class or the Noon mass after class. 

o The whole family is invited!  Snacks, enrichment activities for younger 
siblings, and babysitting for tots will be provided.  

o Classes for 1st & 2nd Year Confirmation students will also be offered at the 

      Sun. Family Faith Fest (YELLOW form). 

o Students must be accompanied by at least 1 parent to be admitted into a 
session. This is not a “drop-off” program. 

o Session dates correspond with Confirmation class dates to make it easier for 
families with children in both Jr. High and High School. 

o Parents attend separate classes that help prepare them to work with their 
children between sessions. 

o Parents are responsible for making certain that the students complete any 
assigned homework. 

 

 

OPTION #2     WEDNESDAY FAMILY FAITH FEST for 7th & 8th Grade Students—9th &  

                          10th Grade Students (1st & 2nd Yr. Confirmation) may also attend (YELLOW  
                        form—7 sessions Nov.-Apr. ). 

o This is an alternative to regular weekly CCD classes for Jr. High Students.  
o One Wednesday per month (see enclosed calendar), students and their parents 

will attend a 6:45-8:15 PM session at the school. 
o Students and adults attend separate classes.   
o Jr. High students must be accompanied by at least 1 parent to be admitted into 

a session.  This is not a “drop-off” program. 
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o Parents are responsible for making certain that any assigned homework is 
completed by the students. 

o Babysitting for younger siblings IS NOT provided during the Wednesday 

Faith Fest sessions.

Please 
be sure to indicate (in the appropriate space on your salmon-colored form) if 
you have an 8th grade student and need the “Jesus of Nazareth” DVD.
